
The four storms that swept over 

Haiti and the starvation and des-

perate times that followed have 

captured international attention. 

Lambs of God Orphanage was 

directly affected by damage to 

crops and indirectly affected by 

rising costs of food and goods.  

 

Currently, twenty one girls call the 

orphanage home.  All the beds are 

filled, yet Pastor Daniel Paul still 

receives weekly visits from people 

who plead  with him to provide 

for their children.  This is in addi-

tion to  what is considered the 

òtrueó orphans. 

 

In order to be classified as an 

official orphanage by the Haitian 

government, the orphanage be-

gan a new construction project for 

a separate administration build-

ing.  This structure will be used to 

host officials and store docu-

ments.  The government officials 

expressed approval with the work 

Pastor Paul and the staff are do-

ing, and they are waiting as the 

administration building near com-

pletion to officially recognize 

Lambs of God Orphanage. 

 

Through the help of several 

churches in Indiana, the shell of a 

building has been built which is 

used as a classroom and church.  

The school moved from across 

town  and now meets on the or-

phanage grounds.  Eighty children 

attend the school to gain knowl-

edge needed for survival in this 

world as well as knowledge of the 

eternal truth in  Jesus Christ.  In 

addition, two hundred local chil-

dren attend VBS on Sundays at 

the orphanage. 

Nord Est Haiti Lutheran Mission 

(NEHLM) sent monthly funds to 

the orphanage through sponsor 

contributions and other dona-

tions.  However, financial assis-

tance was still not adequate.  At 

times, food was bought on credit 

and the teachers went almost a 

year without pay.  Food costs have 

tripled over the last six months.  

 

Pastor Paul expressed gratitude 

for the vehicle purchased for him.  

The Jeep has served as an ambu-

lance twice to take people to the 

hospital in Cap Haitien when the 

local ambulance failed to start.  

The orphanage  vehicle is cur-

rently not  working, highlighting 

the need for a backup means for 

transportation.  A motorcycle 

would  fill this role as soon a 

funds become available.
