
For two months this summer, I lived at 
MADO (La Maison des Agneaux de 
Dieu Orphelinat/The House of the 
Lambs of God Orphanage) and 
gained a better understanding for the 
daily operations and the continual 
challenges Pastor Daniel and his wife, 
Clynie, face.  They struggle to not 
only meet the needs of the 28 or-
phans and the 105 students, but the 
daily requests for assistance from 
community members.  Despite the 
immense challenges, their passion for 
Godôs work continues to illuminate the 
city of Ouanaminthe one child at a 
time. 
 
The beginning of August, we were at 
the border between the Dominican 
Republic and Haiti.  A girl about 10 or 
11 years old approached Pastor 
Daniel.  She asked if his truck 
(donated by the Lutheran Womanôs 
Missionary League) was a taxi.  She 
lived in Hinche in the Central Plateau 

and had taken a bus that morning to 
Cap Haitian and continued to Oua-
naminthe.  She did not travel with a 
family member, but with a woman 
who was supposed to take her to a 
family in Ouanaminthe where she was 
going to work as a housekeeper.  A 
new, emerging practice of slavery in 
Haiti is for families from the country to 
sell their children as housekeepers to 
families in the city.  The poor country 
families often have several children 
and cannot afford to feed them.  
Pastor did not want the girl to remain 
at the border that night because of the 
high probability of being attacked. 
 
We took the girl back to the orphan-
age and gave her something to eat 
and drink.  We traveled to two local 
radio stations and paid $200 Haitian 
dollars ($25USD) at each station to 
have an announcement read fre-
quently about the lost child.  Normally, 
the children are left at the radio sta-

tion until someone claims them.  
However, the radio station refused to 
take her because they already had 
children who had been there for one 
year.  Nobody will probably ever pick 
them up.  Our next stop was the 
police station.  The police officer was 
surprised to hear that she traveled 
from Hinche, but they did not provide 
any other assistance. 
 
The only items she had with her were 
a torn salmon pink dress and red and 
white sandals.  She did not even have 
underwear.  She does not know how 
old she is, has never been to school, 
and does not know how to write her 
name.  She is the newest orphan t 
MADO.  After staying at the orphan-
age for two days, Adeline asked, ñCan 
I stay here forever?ò  She began 
school this September and is adapt-
ing well to life at the orphanage.
