
On January 12, 2010, a catastrophic 7.0 
magnitude earthquake near Port-au-Prince 
indirectly impacted MADO (La Maison de 
Agneaux de Dieu Orphelinat).  While those 
at the orphanage felt the earthquake, the 
structures did not receive any damage.  
Increasing food, diesel, and charcoal prices 
across the country led people to steal food 
from the orphanage gardens and forced 
MADO to stretch the dollar. 

Pastor Daniel Paul and his wife, Clynie, min-
istered directly to their fellow Haitians.  
Twice, another orphanage in Ouanaminthe 
asked Pastor Daniel to accompany them to 
Port-au-Prince after the earthquake to 
bring orphans to Ouanaminthe, especially 
those needing medical treatment.  Since 

Pastor lived in the capital until 2007, he 
was familiar with the roads and neighbor-

in an unstable environment.  He saw first 
hand the gruesome devastation that 
gripped the country and currently contin-
ues six months later. 

In February, Clynie traveled to Port-au-
Prince with family and congregation mem-
bers to distribute beans, rice, and cooking 
oil to friends and family who were not re-
ceiving any relief.  They traveled discretely 
with food to avoid being targeted for rob-
bery.   Pastor  Paul appreciated being able 
to help his Haitian neighbors through the 
generosity of his American friends.
