
Pastor Sam Wiseman, formerly 

from Lamb of God LCMS in 

Lake Stevens, WA  and now 

Pastor at Faith Lutheran LCMS 

in La Grande, OR went to 

seminary in Fort Wayne, Indi-

ana.  At that time four Haitians 

were also studying to be or-

dained pastors to go back home 

to expand the Lutheran Church 

of Haiti.   

One day, at the seminary post 

office, Pastor Daniel Paul was a 

bit down from his normal jubi-

lant character.  Pastor Wiseman 

asked how things were going.  

Pastor Paul first explained he 

greatly missed his wife, Clynie, 

(kleeô nee) who he married just 

before coming to the seminary.  

He then went on to explain that 

he had concerns of how to get 

financial support once he re-

turned to Haiti in order to carry 

on his ministry.  He had few 

connections in Haiti and basi-

cally none in the USA-the lo-

gistics of what was before him 

were overwhelming.  He had 

previously explained that he 

(himself an orphan with sib-

lings) had a passion to have an 

orphanage to help Haitian chil-

dren in dire need.  Pastor Wise-

man responded that he hoped 

that the churches he would one 

day serve would be able to help 

in some way, Lord willing.  

Pastor Paul was appreciative 

for the desire to support his 

Calling.  

Pastor Wiseman brought this 

need of Pastor Paulôs with him 

to Lamb of God, and after a lot 

of prayer and thought, Lamb of 

God LCMS began the first of 

several pilgrimages to 

Ounaminthe in northeast Haiti.  

Their purpose was to build an 

orphanage with the capability 

of serving as a multi-purpose 

building for  Pastor Paulôs min-

istry.  That trip has been fol-

lowed with fund raising activi-

ties and further construction 

trips to Haiti by both Lamb of 

God and Faith Lutheran 

Churches.  The first phase of 

the orphanage now houses 12 

orphans plus Pastor Daniel 

Paulôs family.

He named the or-

phanage ñLambs of Godò and 

by early 2008, he was taking 

care of 12 little girls as well as 

teams from LOG and Faith  Lutheran 

churches have helped to finish the first 

phase of the building.  A well had to be dug 

and a security wall had to be constructed.  

Even in Haiti, which is a third world coun-

try, there was paperwork to be completed.  

The dream is becoming a reality as the 

children are on site.  But the work is not 

done, as the building needs expanding and 

day to day needs have to be met.
